To set the mood, attendees will be greeted 
by young girls in traditional Iranian dress.  
Iranian sweets will be passed along with 
tea, and Persian carpets will decorate the 
Brubeck Room. The speaker, Masood A. 
Khatamee, M.D., will make a brief 
presentation at 2 pm, after which we'll enjoy an hour-long DVD 
on the history of Iran and its role as the Cradle of Civilization.  
Following the film, Dr.  Khatamee will be available for questions 
and answers.    
 
Dr. Khatamee, who was born in Mashad, Iran in 1936, is a 
Clinical Professor in the Department of OB/GYN, New York 
University School of Medicine and Executive Director of 
the Fertility Research Foundation.  He has received numerous 
awards; has been published multiple times in scientific journals 
including peer reviewed articles, interviews, quotations in 
newspapers and magazines worldwide; and has thirty-seven 
presentations to his credit, including two keynote 
presentations. He has been interviewed by every major news 
organization and interviewer, including Barbara Walters, for his 
infertility research.

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Hot & Cool:  Jazz at the Brubeck Room  Jay and 
Michael Leonhart           

Saturday, April 4th, 7:30-9:30 pm 
 
A superior bassist, Jay Leonhart has also had 
a parallel and sometimes overlapping career 
as a witty lyricist and occasional singer.  Jay 
has now recorded 15 solo albums and 
has played with everyone from jazz greats 
like Thad Jones and Mel Lewis, Tony Bennett, 
Marian McPartland, to James Taylor and 
Queen Latifah.  Between 1975 and 
1995, Leonhart was named The Most Valuable Bassist in the 
Recording Industry three times by the National Association of 
Recording Arts and Sciences.  
 
[Jay] Leonhart is the Fred Astaire of jazz, a craftsman so 
seamlessly smooth that casual observers often fail to grasp the 
immensity of his talent.--Christopher Loudon, JazzTimes 
 
Son Michael Leonhart will be joining Jay on 
stage on trumpet and piano. Michael has 
composed and performed music for movies, 
television, dance, fashion shows and 
theater, and has appeared on over 75 
albums. At age 17, Michael was honored as the youngest 
Grammy recipient in history, cited as the most outstanding 
musician in a U.S. high school. That same year ABC World 
News named him 'Person of the Week.'  Michael will be touring 
the United States this summer with Steely Dan featuring 
Michael McDonald.
