Fourth Annual Wilton Pride Festival on May 31st 

 
Wilton, Conn.– May 19, 2026 – Wilton Pride, in partnership with Wilton Library, is 

delighted to announce the return of the annual Wilton Pride Festival on Sunday, May 

31, 2026, from 11 a.m. to 4 p.m. in Wilton Town Center.  

Building on the success of previous years, this year’s festival will feature a 

vibrant array of interactive activities, including music, live mural painting, performing 

arts, an artisan market, exhibits, food, drinks, and much more, all celebrating community 

collaboration and belonging through partnerships with numerous local businesses and 

organizations. Rain Date is Sunday, June 7.

For the second year in a row, Wilton Pride is partnering with Marché Artisan 

Market, founded by Wilton residents Katie Nelson and Kerry Ray. Their carefully 

curated "Pride Market" is dedicated to celebrating local craftspersonship and creating 

an inclusive platform for artists to promote their businesses. This year, participating 

Marché vendors will offer a diverse array of handcrafted goods, including art prints and 

paper, bath and beauty products, candles, clothing, fiber arts, jewelry, pottery and 

specialty items such as vinyl records, floral arrangements, dog treats, and crafts for the 

whole family.  

Artist Erwin Ong of A Duck Amuck will be leading an interactive community mural 

art project with festival attendees themed on love, respect, freedom, equality, hope, joy 

and belonging. Together they will create a collaborative and traveling art piece, 

envisioned to reside at various community organizations throughout Wilton, including 

Wilton Library, Wilton Congregational Church, schools, YMCA, St. Matthews, Trackside, 

and beyond. Erwin Ong’s vibrant and colorful posters will also be showcased in Wilton 

Library’s June art exhibition “What Brings Us Together” on view from June 1 through 

July 9, 2026.
