The Summer Show art exhibition runs from July 13 through August 28. The
Artists’ Opening Reception for the Summer Show is on Friday, July 17, from 6 to 7:30
p.m. at the library. The reception is free and is open to the public. Participating artists
are encouraged to bring their friends and families to the reception.
